T first .rrote about arrows with the centre o f gravity well f o rward of 
mid length back circa 1970. Others and I have co~tinued to ~en7ion 
the value of heavier points intermittently ever since. Now it 1s 
gratifying to learn that someone has taken s ome notice . I offer y ou 
part of a letter from a Soar head who has experimented with it . At 
least he is nominal head of the Soar family, Doug Soar . 

Quote : "Now for some technical stuff . I read the article by Hardy 
Wood on page 14 of the April Canadian Archer and it triggered 
something you used to talk about in Port Alberni , about moving the 
centre of g ravity forward . Of course I suddenly realized the other 
day I never experimented with it as I had fibreglass a r rows and the 
piles were epoxied in. 

Anyvay , I checked my arrows ( X7s , 1814s and 28 1/4" draw) which I have 
shot for the last four months using a Chek Mate 68" with 33 pound 
limbs . This set up gave me my best scores . The centr e of gravity 
was only 6.1% forward of mid length . I fiddled about with lead air 
gun pellets and cotton wool. Three pell ets and tightly rammed in 
cotton wool ( to hold them in the pile) brought the centre of gravity 
to 9 plus % centre of gravity . Some of my groupings were scary , 
thoughts of expensive Robin Hoods . 

T turned my attention to one of my JOPs whose shooting style was 
better than his scores indicated . I checked his arrows . His best 
score t o date was 255. His average is about 230 - 240 . The arrows 
were 1816s ( 29" ) shot from a 32 pound 66" Haida . The C. o f G. was 
about 5 . 9% forward . I weighted three of them with shot , etc . to 
about 8 . 8% and this last week he shot 259 , 265 , 255 and a 250 (after 
a late Saturday night ) . 

Previously he would get 3 , 4 or 5 tens per round . With the 259 and 
the 265 he zonked i n nine and ten into the ten ring and his 9s a l so 
;;ere better ." End o f quotation .

Also , I hope t o 
i mprove the scores of some of our Canadian archers to the point where 
we hit and bring home GOLD. 

* * * * * * * 
When an archer, or future archer , wishes to learn to shoot barebow, 
he sometimes is told to concentrate, concentrate, concentrate on the 
gold , No other method of aiming is given him. He is not told to 
employ the post draw gap method , nor is point of aim explained . The 
results for the beginner are invariably zero . 

I know of no coach that teaches by that method . They have found it 
to be useless. The one giving such instruction is just a friendly 
archer who uses that method himself. The fact that it does work f or 
some archers indicates it has some value . But how did they learn to 
shoot by that method in the first place? And how does it work at all? 

I have had some experience helping some of these archers who believe 
they shoot purely instinctively when they have gotten in difficulties. 
Mostly they shot quite accurately up to about 30 meters , though 
occasionally they put a one end gr oup to the left or right of the gold 
or aiming spot. Beyond the 30 meters their accuracy fell off , often 
because their arrows fell low. They had the same low arrow result 
within the 30 meter distance when given a light bow to use. 

Of course I told each of them to simply raise his bow arm and bow . 
Each of them found it difficult or impossible to raise his arm. I 
tried lowering the target by the amount they were shoot ing low. In 
some cases they started hitting gold . That g ives the whole explanation 
of their success and of their failure . 

These barebow archers ori ginally learned t o shoot by either a gap 
method or a point of aim (POA) me t hod ; one actual ly learned with a 
simple sight, t hen t ook it off and cont inued t o s hoot in the same 
form . They had learned t he s t ance f or t he given short di s t ance s o 
well that it was no longe r a s t ance s o much as a pos e . That i s why 
they shot low a t l onrer distances . The pose was not modi f i ed for the

longer distances, as it should have been by r a i s i ng t he bow ar m (or 
tilting at the waist ) . 

The transition from actual ai mi ng , by whatever method , t o posing was 
gradual and unnoticed . The same way of preparing the shot was 
probably used by t he Zen Master who, in the dark of ni ght , shot one 
arrow , then by using the same identical pose or form , shot another 
arrow cl ose beside it. I t was definitel y the method used by my f riend 
who shot six arrows in the gold while bl indfol ded . He aligned by 
feel ing the cracks in the tiles beneath his feet . He t old me that was 
how i t was done. 

So if you are one of those who be l i eves he is shooting well by 
concentrating on the gold and completely i gnoring the pile of the 
arrow , I think you had better start adopting (or reverti ng ) t o an 
accepted met hod to aim. I suggest you try point of aim (POA) shooting 
for a while. Thereby you will bring consideration for the arrow point 
into your preparation for the shot . POA is useful as a step in 
relearning the post draw gap method of aimi ng . Alternati vely , you 
could use a simple sight for a while. Any of these other methods of 
aiming will teach you to raise the bow arm and bow to the elevation 
the distance requires . 

If that bow arm has learned its pose so well that it refuses all 
attempts t o rai se i t up t o desired elevation, then try coming down 
from above to aim. Or you can take aim and then make your draw . 
And please , please , don' t frustrate some new beginner by giving 
non- instructions to just concentrate on the gol d to the exclusion 
of all else.

The archers glove has changed s omewhat since days o f 
old . They used to come in pairs . Both were gauntl e t s 
( a glove with a sleeve) . The bow hand glove was 
reinfor ced on t he side of t he forefinger and thumb 
where t he arrow and its feat her s slid ac r os s i t . 
The s tring s i de glove was r einfor ced for pr otecti on 
of t he t hree drawing fingers .
