SAMPLE TEXT FOR LETTERS TO FINANCE MINISTER RALPH GOODALE 
 
The texts in [square brackets] are examples and options that you can choose, mix or 
combine to construct your own personalized letter. 
 
The idea is to write a letter in your own words about the wisdom and importance of 
including sport in the upcoming federal budget. 
 
Therefore, you should choose text that you would normally use, or make reference to 
things you know about and feel comfortable commenting on; for example, the fact that 
sport was mentioned in the Throne Speech, or that you noted the Sport Minister's 
statement in the House a few weeks ago. 
 
NOTE: you can copy the letter to the Sport Minister, and to the Sport Matters Group; see 
below for addresses. 
 
 
SAMPLE LETTER #1: For those involved in (or closely linked with) recent lobbying 
efforts: 
 
I [our organization] along with several of Canada's finest athletes recently met with the 
Prime Minister and over 20 MPs, Cabinet Ministers, ministerial staff and Liberal Party 
officials concerning sport in Canada. 
 
[We noted the recent activities of the sport community in meeting with MPs.] 
 
It was [evident] [clear] [quite noticeable] [impressive to see the extent to which] sport 
matters to [Members of Parliament] [Parliamentarians] [our politicians], whether it be for 
[the support of our athletes] [increased sport participation] [youth development] [the 
health of Canadians] 
 
[This should be reflected in the upcoming federal budget]. 
 
Given the [scope] [magnitude] [obvious] [importance] [recognition among MPs] of sport's 
contribution to [health] [communities] [society] [our social foundations] 
 
Pleased that sport and its potential was noted in the Throne Speech 
 
Noted the Minister of State for Sport's statement in the House on February 11th and the 
support expressed by all parties for increased participation in sport, and the need to be 
podium-ready in 2010. 
 
We trust that sport will be include in the budget  
That the Government will make a significant investment in sport That the road to 2010 
starts now  
 
SAMPLE LETTER #2: For those informed/knowledgeable of recent SMG/policy 
activities: 



The sport sector has done its homework. 
The past few years have involved a tremendous amount of work between the sector and 
government, including: 
§ A cross-Canada consultation on sport (2000) 
§ A National Sport Summit (2001) 
§ A new Canadian Sport Policy (2002) 
§ A Canadian Strategy for Ethical Conduct in Sport (2002) 
§ An Federal-Provincial-Territorial Governments' Collaborative Action Plan (2002) 
§ A new Physical Activity and Sport Act (2003) 
§ An FPT Sport Ministers' national goal of increasing physical activity by 10% by 2010 
(2003) 
§ Landing the 2010 Olympic and Paralympic Games (2003) 
These were all undertaken in order to lay a solid foundation for the investment of federal 
funds. 
 
The Government should not look like it is [standing still] [stalling] [ not keeping up its part 
of.the bargain] [walking away at this critical point] 
 
Note that the need to be podium-ready in 2010 and the opportunities ahead to promote 
healthy living in the Throne Speech. 
 
Note Statement in the House by Sport Minister. 
Let's make sure that the Sport Minister has the tools and resources [to get the job done] 
[to implement these policies] [to get us podium-ready] [to help our athletes] [to help 
reduce health care costs] [to fulfill sport's potential] [to fulfill the federal government's 
role/part] 
 
We congratulate the Government on the progress made in developing a new national 
sport policy and a new Physical Activity and Sport Act. The question we have is [how 
much money will the government put into sport and physical activity] [will there be any 
new money for sport announced soon] [are we finally going to start taking care of our 
poor amateur athletes in this country] [is sport not a good way to promote health and 
prevent diseases] [should we not have some the billions spent on health used for sport 
and increased participation in sport]  
 
I/We [hope] [urge] [ask] you will include significant increases in Sport Canada's budget. 
 
In [my] [our] view, Sport Canada's budget should be increased by $50 million. 
 
SAMPLE LETTER #3: General letter of support/encouragement to Finance Minister: 
 
I am writing to you on something that is important to me and my family. 
Our kids are very active in sport [we see the role that sport plays in this community] [with 
our 3 kids, we know first hand how important sport is in developing young people] [we 
understand the importance of sport in our community and our country]. 
 
I read in the paper recently that there is going to be a new budget coming soon. 
 
I hope [you will be announcing new money soon for sport] [the budget will include more 
money for sport] [the government will have something for sport in its next budget] 
 



I have been involved in amateur sport for many years. 
 
As a former athlete, [I know what it takes to succeed} [I know hoe powerful sport can be 
in developing lifelong skills]. 
 
As a volunteer in my community, I marvel at how sport helps develop our youth, and how 
it involves many cultures, especially the children of new Canadians. 
 
The Government is proud to have the Olympic and Paralympic Games in Canada. 
I hope that you will make sure that Canadian athletes are well supported, and that the 
Games promote more sport participation. 
 
 Sport should get as much funding as the arts do. 
 
Please remember that every hockey or curling rink, every soccer field and running track 
is a place where we all come together to make Canada the best it can be.

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6. Sports Officials of Canada  
Funding and recruiting major concerns for officials following weekend conference 
Inadequate funding and low retention rates for new officials were major concerns raised 
this past weekend at the Canadian Officiating Conference  ''It'sOfficial -2004- C'est 
officiel'' held in Ottawa. 
 

The Conference attracted 80 officiating representatives from national and provincial 
sport governing bodies from a wide cross section of high performance and professional 
sports.  The conference was only the second national conference for sports officials in 
the history of Canadian sport. The first was also held in Ottawa in 1978. 
 

"We are extremely pleased at the attendance and the results of the conference and are 
prepared to accept the mandate to act as a national voice for Canadian sport technical 
officials, when and where appropriate,'' said Allen Rae, president of Sports Officials 
Canada (SOC), which organized the conference. 
 

Rae said one of the main concerns raised was the declining support for officiating 
development from Sport Canada, the government's sport funding agency.  "Over the 
past several years support for officiating development has dropped from the yearly high 
of $1.1 million dollars to a current low of $400,000.  This reduction makes it extremely 
difficult to meet the increasing demands on officiating services in the majority of national 
sport governing bodies".  Rae added there are difficulties in recruiting and retaining new 
technical officials due in large part to the negative behaviour of spectators, players and 
coaches. 
 

The conference delegates also drafted a "Code of Conduct" for sports officials. The draft 
will be circulated to SOC members and presented for approval at the next SOC national 
meeting, scheduled for November 2004.  Sports Officials of Canada is a federally-
incorporated national organization dedicated to promoting excellence in sports

6. Les Officiels sportifs du Canada  
Le financement et le recrutement sont des problèmes majeurs pour les officiels à la suite 
de la conférence de la fin de semaine 
Un financement inadéquat et un faible taux de rétention pour les nouveaux officiels ont 
été les problèmes majeurs identifiés, en fin de semaine dernière, lors de la conférence 
des officiels du Canada «It's Official -2004- C'est officiel», qui a eu lieu à Ottawa. 
 

La conférence a attiré 80 représentants des officiels d'organismes sportifs administratifs 
nationaux et provinciaux d'une grande variété de sports de haute performance et 
professionnels. La conférence n'était que la deuxième conférence nationale pour les 
officiels sportifs dans l'histoire du sport canadien. La première avait aussi eu lieu à 
Ottawa en 1978. 
 

«Nous sommes extrêmement satisfaits de l'assistance et des résultats de la conférence 
et sommes prêts à accepter le mandat d'agir comme voix nationale pour les officiels 
techniques du sport canadien quand et où ce sera approprié», a déclaré Allen Rae, 
président des Officiels sportifs du Canada (OSC), qui a organisé la conférence. 
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Rae a dit qu'un des problèmes principaux soulevé était la baisse du soutien pour le 
développement des officiels de Sport Canada, l'agence du gouvernement pour le 
financement sportif. «Au cours des dernières années, le soutien pour le développement 
des officiels a baissé de 1,1 million $ annuellement à son plus haut à présentement 400 
000 $, son plus bas. Cette réduction rend extrêmement difficile de répondre aux 
demandes en hausse de services d'officiels pour la majorité des organismes sportifs 
nationaux.»  Rae a ajouté qu'il y a des difficultés dans le recrutement et la rétention de 
nouveaux officiels techniques à cause, en grande partie, du comportement négatif des 
spectateurs, des joueurs et des entraîneurs. 
 

Les délégués à la conférence ont aussi ébauché un «Code de conduite» pour les 
officiels sportifs. Le brouillon sera distribué aux membres des OSC et présenté pour 
approbation à la prochaine assemblée annuelle des OSC, prévue en novembre 2004.

10. Olympic Trials 2004 
The FCA is requesting bids to host the 2004 Olympic Trials to be held June 24-27. 
 

The final format of the trials is not yet complete.  However, the event will be held entirely 
at 70 meters.  It will include a ranking round and a series of match play competitions. 
The maximum number of competitors is 8 - 9 and the minimum number is 2. The final 
number of competitors will not be known until after the Spring Classic on June 12- 13th. 
 

A vital part of the competition will be to develop a media plan and work with the media 
and the archers to maximize exposure for the sport.  The competition should be held in 
an urban area in order to attract as much media attention as possible. 
 

The competition will run with careful adherence to FITA rules.  Host clubs interested in 
bidding should be able to supply: 
- a lighting system to control shooting, preferably digital 
- score boards  



- organization to post results as fast as possible 
- flips cards to display scores at the targets after every end 
- public announcer to describe the competition and call the value of arrows as they are 

shot. 
 

A minimum of three judges will be required at least one of whom must be nationally 
certified.  The FCA will name the chair of the jury. The FCA will assist the hosting 
organization to find suitable judges at the least cost. The competitors will not pay an 
entry fee. 
 

Sadly, there is no funding support from the FCA to assist with this event.

12. CCES to Begin Collecting Blood Samples in the New Canadian Anti-Doping 
Programme 
The Canadian Centre for Ethics in Sport (CCES) would like to remind the Canadian 
sport community that the new Canadian Anti-Doping Program, which will come into 
effect June 1, 2004, fully incorporates blood sample collection as part of doping control. 
Blood analysis will allow the CCES to detect the presence of substances undetectable 
through urine analysis alone and will also provide indications of previously undetectable 
doping methods.  The CCES began collecting blood samples for doping control in 2002 
on a pilot project basis with four national sport organizations (NSOs): swimming, cycling, 
athletics and cross-country ski. In partnership with the Victorian Order of Nurses (VON), 
the CCES has collected approximately 70 blood samples to date. The VON provides 
qualified nurses to act as blood collection officials. These nurses are responsible for 
drawing the blood sample, answering athletes’ questions about the procedure, and 
applying any necessary first aid.

12. Le CCES entreprend des prélèvements sanguins dans le cadre du nouveau 
Programme canadien antidopage 
(Le Centre canadien pour l’éthique dans le sport (CCES) aimerait rappeler à la 
communauté canadienne du sport que le nouveau Programme canadien antidopage, qui 
entre en vigueur le 1er juin 2004, incorpore à part entière les prélèvements sanguins au 
titre du contrôle antidopage. Les analyses sanguines permettront au CCES de détecter 
la présence de substances indétectables par les analyses d’urine seulement et 
fourniront des indications au niveau des méthodes de dopage difficilement détectables 
par le passé.  Le CCES a débuté les prélèvements sanguins pour fins de contrôle 
antidopage en 2002 sur la base d’un projet pilote auprès de quatre organismes 
nationaux de sport (ONS) : soit la natation, le cyclisme, l’athlétisme et le ski de fond. En 
partenariat avec les infirmières de l’Ordre de Victoria du Canada (OVC), le CCES a 
recueilli environ 70 échantillons de sang jusqu’à aujourd’hui. L’OVC fournit les services 
d’infirmières compétentes pour agir à titre d’agents de prélèvement sanguin. Ces 
infirmières ont la responsabilité de prélever les échantillons sanguins, de répondre aux 
questions des athlètes en regard de la procédure, et de fournir les premiers soins, si 
nécessaire.
